The Heydar Aliyev Center — A 57,500 M2 Building Complex In Baku, Azerbaijan
Designed By Iraqi-british Architect Zaha Hadid And Noted For Its Distinctive
Architecture And Flowing,Curved Style That Eschews Sharp Angles. The Center Is
Named After Heydar Aliyev, The First Secretary Of Soviet Azerbaijan From 1969 To
1982, And President Of Azerbaijan Republic From October 1993 To October 2003.

Sea NearBaku, The Capital Of Azerbaijan, Which Itself Is Known As The “Land Of Fire.”

the famous rock petroglyphs. The area has been settled since the 8 th
millennium BC. It is known for hosting thousands of rock engravings spread
over 100 square km depicting hunting scenes, people, ships, constellations
and animals. Its oldest petroglyphs date from the 12 th century BC. In 2007,
UNESCO included the ‘Gobustan Rock Art Cultural Landscape’ in
the World Heritage list.
